REEDHAM PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 8th May 2018
in Reedham Village Hall 

Present - Councillors D Hale (Chair), C Ward, D Rushbrook, J Lester, S Pittam, A Thompson, R Grattan and J Ball. Parish Clerk C Dickson, County Councillor B Iles, District Councillor G Nurden, and the Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Mr C Bradbury.  4 members of the public were present.  The Council meeting commenced at 8.00 pm.
1-05)  Election of a Chairman

Cllr Rushbrook proposed David Hale for Chairman, Cllr Grattan seconded and all agreed.  Cllr Hale was duly elected Chairman of Reedham Parish Council and signed the acceptance of office.  He gave thanks to Cllr Ward for all his hard work, particularly on the permissive path, during his months as Chairman.

2-05)  Election of a Vice Chairman

Cllr Lester proposed Diane Rushbrook for Vice Chairman, Cllr Pittam seconded and all agreed.  Cllr Rushbrook was duly elected Vice Chairman.
3-05) Apologies for Absence

Councillors I Case and R Holt, and PC Ian Kennedy.
4-05)  Declarations of Interest on the Agenda

None received.
5-05)  Minutes of Previous Meetings
Cllr Pittam proposed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting on the 9th April be accepted as a true record, Cllr Rushbrook seconded, 4 Councillors agreed and 2 abstained.  The minutes were signed by Cllr Hale as Chair of the meeting.
6-05)  Matters Arising

BDC notified the Clerk that trimming of the overhanging trees at Riverside will be programmed into their works over the next couple of months.

The Clerk phoned NP Law for advice over wardening the riverbank.  If the landowner gives permission there is no legal problem with wardening/policing his land.  An agreement with one landowner does not imply that another landowner should receive the same treatment.  Each agreement is separate.  However the wording for any agreement should come from the landowner so that there can be no dispute over what is required from the Parish Council.
Public Participation 
County Councillor Brian Iles gave an update to the Annual Parish Meeting preceding this AGM.

District Councillor Grant Nurden gave an update to the Annual Parish Meeting preceding this AGM.
Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Chris Bradbury submitted the following report: there were no issues following the play equipment safety inspection for May.  
The April Cash Bingo jackpot was not won, the jackpot stands at £180 in 48 numbers or less.  
The film “Finding Your Feet” will be shown this Wednesday, 9th May, at 7.30pm.  On Wednesday 30th May the film “Paddington Bear 2” will be shown.  Under 12’s are free, but must be accompanied by a paying adult. On the 6th June we are showing “Darkest Hour”, the story about Winston Churchill.
We have an all-day “Fun Dog Show” on the 10th June.

The Murder Mystery, called “It’s Murder being in the WI” last Friday and Saturday evening was very well received and was an enjoyable event.

Public
A member of the public requested the Council write to BDC to make sure there is no change to the land release in Reedham looking ahead to 2026.
The street sign at Witton Green is still missing.  The Clerk has reported it but as a new sign has to be ordered it can take between 6-8 weeks to be reinstalled.

7-05) Planning Applications

b) 20180641 - two storey side extension and single storey front extension - Oak Tree Cottage, 4 Witton Green, NR13 3HH.  Cllr Lester asked the Clerk to remind BDC that a bat inspection is necessary for this property.  There were no objections otherwise.

8-05)
Update by the Tree Warden
An update was given at the Annual Parish Meeting.
9-05)  Update for Allotments
Everything is growing! The handrails have been inspected and no problems reported.

The top for the well is in hand.

The Clerk has yet to send out the agreements to the new plot holders.  An enquiry was received today for the last available plot.

The noticeboard key has been received from Paul Bilverstone.
10-05) To Receive an update from the PCC
An update was given at the Annual Parish Meeting.
11-05) Police Statistics

No crimes were reported on the Police.uk website in March.
12-05) To Discuss Updates on the Following

a) Permissive Path 

The last outstanding part of the Agreement is now Section 5 of the Management Schedule (Wardens) where there is a fundamental difference between what Mr Mutten is asking for and what the Parish Council is prepared to agree to.  Mr Mutten is asking for wardens to assist with managing the Permissive Path and the flood-bank and the Parish Council is only prepared to warden the Permissive Path.  The installation of the path furniture cannot begin until the Management Schedule is formally agreed.
Mr Mutten requested a temporary stock-proof fence be erected along the first 70m of the path route from Station Road.  Cllr Ward spoke to him on the phone.  Peter Key has kept his cattle away from that field, and will do so for as long as possible. The grazing season officially started on the 1st April. At the last meeting the discussion centred around it being cheaper to slub out the dyke again rather than install a fence.  There is currently no water in the dyke and as a result the cattle would be able to walk through it and up the other side.  Cattle are not able to see an electric fence, however Cllr Hale has spoken to Mr Key and although they would walk through it to begin with once they are aware it is there they would avoid it.  Mr Mutten is not keen on an electric fence as the cattle are lively at this time of year and therefore more likely to push through it.
Cllr Ward obtained 3 quotes for a temporary fence: Burghwood Landscapes would be between £700 and £750 as the previous strainer posts are still in place, up to £1,000 if the posts need to be replaced, and it could be installed immediately; TD Fencing would be around £500 but it cannot be installed for 6 to 7 weeks.

The Parish Council debated 3 options: not installing a fence until the Management Schedule has been agreed; installing the permanent fence; or installing a temporary fence.  Arguments for all 3 options were put forward however a proposal to install a temporary fence received no seconder therefore it was agreed the Parish Council is not willing to pay for any fence until the Management Schedule has been agreed with Mr Mutten.  Cllr Ward will inform Mr Mutten of the Council’s decision and ask him to propose some wording for Section 5.
b) Station Road Bridge
Still no communication from Network Rail regarding a site meeting.  Clerk to chase.  It was reported that Greater Anglia are using their contacts to see if they can find out who owns the fence next to the bridge.  It was requested that this is referred to at Station roadbridge from now on.
c) Parish Councillor Vacancy

The Clerk received on enquiry but still no applications.  The Council will hold the vacancy open until a suitable candidate is found.
d) Meeting with CGM

The Clerk, Cllr Lester, Kati Cowen and Diana Gilder had a site meeting with Lee Valentine from CGM at the church yard to discuss where they were not following the management plan.  Mr Valentine had only taken over the contract 2 weeks previously so had no knowledge of the area but he took notes and photos and he was asked to send an email to let us know when they had attended.
It was reported that the latest cut on the playing field was not to amenity standard and it was suggested that payment is withheld until CGM complete the works as per the contract.

13-05) Correspondence Received

The Clerk informed the Council of several pieces of correspondence she had received:
· A free Flood Workshop will be held on Saturday 12th May in Lowestoft.
· A new VAT reference has been received.
· BDC are reviewing their Gambling Policy.  A consultation will run from 4th May to 27th June.  Details on their website.

· The Delegated Grass Cutting agreement was received from NCC.  This was accepted by the Council.

· Following the Clerk speaking to NP Law they sent through details of their subscription service. £400 + VAT for 10 hours free advice.  The Council agreed to look at this if and when the Permissive Path agreement is finalised.

· A CIL payment of £11,182.16 will have been received by the end of April (no bank statement received to confirm this yet).
14-05) S106 Money
Cllr Ward proposed accepting the quote from Suffolk Tennis for the refurbishment of the tennis courts, Cllr Grattan seconded and all agreed.  The Clerk will check with BDC if they will pay after the instalments.
15-05) GDPR
Cllr Grattan proposed accepting the policies and forms presented to Council by the Clerk, Cllr Pittam seconded and all agreed.

Following NALC advice it is no longer necessary to appoint a DPO.  This will be reviewed on a regular basis.  

16-05) Website

The Clerk asked the Council to consider using a NALC hosted website. Cllr Pittam proposed accepting this, Cllr Rushbrook seconded and all agreed.  Thanks were given to Cllr Case for all his work on the website over the past few years.  Consideration will be given to maintaining the current website for Village use in conjunction with the Ingham Pinnock Reedham Project.
17-05) Neighbourhood Plan

There is no update on this.  Cllr Lester offered to help with any environmental surveys and issues raised.  Cllr Pittam suggested asking Ingham Pinnock to act as consultants due to the work they have already put in to gathering information and evidence about the village.

18-05) Ingham Pinnock Meetings

The next meeting is 22nd May 6-8pm.  They are organising a Village Event to showcase every organisation and to attract people from the village to come and find out what is on and available, and to generate a community spirit.  It is to be held on 16th June 10-12.
19-05) Financial Matters
i. Re-election of the Responsible Financial Officer.  Cllr Pittam proposed the Clerk be re-elected as RFO, Cllr Ward seconded and all agreed

ii. Presentation of the Year End Accounts to 31st March 2108.  Cllr Rushbrook proposed accepting the accounts presented, Cllr Grattan seconded and all agreed.
