REEDHAM PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 4th November 2019 

in Reedham Village Hall 

Present - Councillors D Hale (Chair), P Bagshaw, D Rushbrook, R Jenkins, and M Edge. Parish Clerk C Dickson, DCllr G Nurden, CCllr B Iles and Mr Chris Bradbury. 11 members of the public were present.  The Council meeting commenced at 7.30 pm.
1-11) Apologies for Absence

Cllr S Pittam, Cllr R Holt.
Cllr C Ward tendered his resignation with an email to the Clerk and Chairman.  The Clerk was asked to send a letter of thanks for all the hard work Cllr Ward has put in during his time as a Parish Councillor.

2-11) Declarations of Interest on the Agenda

None received.
3-11)  Minutes of Previous Meetings
Cllr Edge proposed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting on the 7th October be accepted as a true record, Cllr Rushbrook seconded, and the Council agreed.  The minutes were signed by Cllr Hale as Chair of the meeting.
4-11)  Matters Arising

The Clerk gave an update from Cllr Pittam on his attendance at the Broads Authority Parish Forum.

A reply was received from Greater Anglia regarding the car parking charges at the Station. The charges were implemented partly due to complaints about misuse of the car parks by non-rail users.  Posters were used to advertise the charges.  Parking outside the station is not the responsibility of Greater Anglia.  The Clerk was asked to suggest a waiting zone for drop offs and pickups.
Public Participation
County Councillor Brian Iles: the Norfolk County Council Cabinet system is currently under assessment as there have been problems with a lack of communication between the Cabinet and back benchers, with the back benchers feeling they have little input.

The number of queries received by CCllr Iles have increased significantly.  This could be as a result of fewer staff taking longer to reply so residents go direct to their County Councillors for help.

The A47 Acle Straight project is at the design stage with improvement work planned at the Acle roundabout, Vauxhall roundabout and the Halvergate turn.  CCllr Iles is trying to get the Branch Road included as well.

The cut backs in grants for disabled people was discussed at a quite intense meeting.  It is partly as a result of new Government policy.  There are replacement grants available from different sources.

CCllr Iles informed the meeting he will write to the Broads Authority regarding the footpath in the Sandersons planning application.

District Councillor Grant Nurden:  the consultation with staff at BDC and SNDC over the formation of a single officer team has now been completed. Issues raised by staff will be addressed before any changes are implemented. 
The GNLP was supposed to be starting its third round of consultations on the sites that have been selected for inclusion in the Plan (to 2026) towards the end of October. It is hoped are lingering disagreements between the four local planning authorities can be resolved so that the consultation may be held starting in January.
A leaflet containing “fake news” regarding the EcoCube has been circulating. DCllr Nurden explained the correct situation and highlighted that investigations into the events are still ongoing.

Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Chris Bradbury gave the following report: there were no issues with play equipment safety inspection for November. The AGM is on Tuesday 26th November and all are welcome to attend. The hall hire charges went up a small amount from the 1st November and also Hall membership - for singles £5.50, family £8, and affiliated £13.  A membership form can be downloaded from the Village Hall website.

The October Cash Bingo jackpot was not won so the jackpot now stands at £250 in 50 numbers or less.  Bingo this month is on the 18th November.  This Friday, 8th November at 7.30pm, we are showing, on the big screen, the film “Yesterday” where parts of the film were filmed at Acle High School and in Gorleston. We have a Psychic Medium evening with Steve Gill on the 30th November at 7.30pm. Bonfire Night was very well attended.  The strong winds in the day had died down sufficiently for the bonfire to be lit and fireworks set off.  Thanks to the James boys for another spectacular display, and my thanks to everyone who helped.
Public

A member of the public had fallen off his bike on Low Common where the road has subsided.  He requested the damaged road be reported. 2 members of the public stated they have already done this, and sent photographic evidence.  CCllr Iles will investigate.

A member of the public expressed disappointment that Chris Ward had resigned.  The suspension of the Permissive Path Agreement talks was discussed, as well as the legal advice received by the Parish Council.  The Council agreed that Mr Mutten could be given a copy of the legal advice.
Several members of the public were concerned about the proposal to request a Public Right of Way along the drive to Brit House.  It is a narrow road, with no pavement, used by articulated lorries and goods vehicles.

The Clerk was asked to report a gap in the paving stones at the end of the bridge just before Station Road.

A member of the public commented that the footpath from the Memorial is much better and an improvement.
A member of the public informed the Council that NCC Highways are recommending refusal of the Sanderson’s planning application because it does not incorporate a footpath all the way to the Riverside quay.
5-11) Planning Applications

a) BA/2018/0359/FUL - demolition of shed, erect timber clad boat workshop, 3 residential dwellings, car park, flood defence wall and landscaping at Sanderson Marine Craft Ltd, Riverside.  The Council had no changes to their comments.  The Clerk was asked to add that concerns were raised that the footpath does not reach the Riverside.
b) A TRO will be in place on School Hill for a bridge inspection on the 21st November.

6-11) Update by the Tree Warden

None received.
7-11) Update for the Allotments

Cllr Pittam sent a short report. No issues have been reported.  The grass has been cut recently and most of the allotments are being tidied up for winter.

The Clerk reported that 50% of the rents have been received.
8-11) To Receive an update from the PCC

There has been no meeting since the last Parish Council meeting.
9-11) Police Statistics

No further update since September’s statistics.
10-11) To Discuss Updates on the Following

a) 2nd Limpenhoe Turning

There has been no update from Highways or Paul Sellick.  The Clerk will ask again.  It was reported that the dyke has been dredged.
b) Speed Sensor

The sensor was in New Town in October monitoring traffic entering the village. The 85% centile speed was 43mph (42.3mph in June), with a maximum logged of 90mph (one instance at 01:05 on the 25th October).   Approximately 25,000 vehicle movements were monitored in this period.
A resident requested the sensor be placed along Riverside.  Previous attempts have failed to find a suitable site but once the new signage is up it will be looked at again.
c) War Memorial Fence
Highways provided a map indicating the War Memorials grassed area is not their responsibility.  The Clerk has applied to Land Registry for the title number or to see if it is registered at all. 
11-11)  Correspondence Received

The Clerk informed the Council of several pieces of correspondence she had received:
· North Quay Supplementary Planning Document consultation.
· A letter was received complaining about the excessive mud on Low Common.
· A letter of thanks for the donation has been received from the Poppy Appeal.

· The Shelroy Trust is seeking nominations for Christmas hampers.

12-11) Public Right of Way to Connect Reedham Footpath No 1 to Station Road

Lewis Treloar from the Broads Authority met with NCC to discuss various footpaths, including the one in Reedham.  They suggested that the Parish Council pursues creating a Public Right of Way along the drive of Brit House to join up with Reedham Footpath No 1 just below the floodbank. A footpath along the drive to Brit House was detailed on the 1928 OS map. 
The process is long: a map of the proposed path is needed; evidence from users has to be gathered; this is sent to NCC to be assessed; if enough evidence is provided there is a hearing; the landowner can appeal; there could be costs involved; it can take at least 2 years.
The Council were concerned that the large vehicles that use the drive would be hazardous to public safety.  It could be a possibility in a last resort if a permissive path agreement with the landowner proves to be impossible.

The Council decided not to pursue this option at this time.

Mr Mutten was provided with a copy of the letter from Nicholas Hancox and further talks will take place before the next Parish Council meeting. The target date for opening of the path was set as 1st April 2020.

13-11) Neighbourhood Plan
Collective Community Planning have been appointed as consultants to help produce the Neighbourhood Plan.  The Clerk has applied for the first bit of grant funding and will be having a phone call with AECOM, Government appointed support, to talk about a Housing Needs Assessment.
14-11) Noticeboard

The noticeboard on the Hills is wearing out.  The Clerk was asked to present styles and prices for a new noticeboard to the next meeting.
15-11) Waste Bin

Deferred to the December meeting.

16-11) New Policies for Consideration

The Clerk presented 2 new policies for the Council to consider:
a) Equality and Diversity Policy

b) Freedom of Information Publication Scheme.

Both are required by law.  The Council resolved to adopt both.

17-11) Financial Matters

i. The Clerk detailed the income received and expenditure for the month to 21st October 2019 (see below). This was agreed by the Council.
