REEDHAM PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 5th October 2020 via Zoom

Present - Councillors D Hale (Chair), D Rushbrook, R Jenkins, C Mutten, M Edge, T Davey and P Bagshaw, and the Parish Clerk C Dickson. CCllr B Iles, DCllr G Nurden and 4 members of the public were in attendance.  The Council meeting commenced at 7.30 pm.

1-10) A Minutes Silence for Chris Ward

The Chairman gave a short eulogy to Chris Ward who sadly passed away last week. He was a member of the Community Association and helped with their fundraising events.  He was a  school governor and was secretary of the local Royal British legion. He served as a Councillor, Vice Chair and then Chair of the Parish Council. And spent many hours on the reopening of the Permissive Path and it is very sad that he will not get the opportunity to walk it.  He will be very much missed by many members of the community of Reedham.
A minute’s silence was held in remembrance of Chris.
2-10) Apologies for Absence

Cllr Pittam (work), Cllr Willimott, Cllr Rednall (unwell), Cllr Holt (work).
3-10) Declarations of Interest on the Agenda

Cllr Mutten: item 10b, permissive path
4-10)  Minutes of Previous Meetings
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 7th September 2020 were unanimously approved to be a true record.  The minutes will be signed by Cllr Hale as Chair of the meeting.
5-10)  Matters Arising

The Clerk is waiting for Highways Paul Sellick to confirm a date and time for a meeting regarding the Station Road/Freethorpe Road junction.  In order to comply with the rule of 6 the number of Councillors able to attend will be limited.
Broadland are under the impression that the litter and recycling removed from Riverside are sorted when they reach the depot, despite being in identical coloured bags.  Several members of the Council were sceptical that this happened.
Public Participation
Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Chris Bradbury gave the following report: 

The playground at the Village Hall is now open.  We have installed sanitiser stations around the playground for people to use and notices that the playground is not sanitised. Fenland Leisure have completed the repairs to the zip line and repairs to the swings in the small play area.

The psychic medium event in September went well and kept to the Government guidelines.
Play equipment safety inspections are still been carried out.
We have a Halloween Quiz night on Wednesday 28th October at 7pm
We should be having scaled down Bingo next month, see website and notices for details.

The bonfire and fireworks display is cancelled for this year.

Hopefully the Christmas Fayre will still go ahead on the 22nd November, starting at 1pm, but is still to be confirmed.
Public
Peter Smith reported that a slat has broken on the bin at the Sanderson end of Riverside, and offered to repair it.  The Council thanked him for doing so.

A member of the public queried the progress on the land swap for the school playing field.  CCllr Iles informed the meeting that the sale/swap of 2 pieces of land was going ahead. She was advised to speak to the Head Teacher for further details.
County Councillor Brian Iles: the budget is currently being discussed.  There is a traffic light scheme for each department depending on their ability to making savings.  2/3rds of the Adult Social Care proposed savings are red. The Schools budget looks much better and are on target to achieve savings.  There will probably be a deficit of £19m.  There are Government schemes to help mitigate this but a deficit is still likely, which will mean an adjustment to Council Tax, currently scheduled for 1.99% with possible additional funds for ASC.  

There has been a problem with County Farms.  It has been agreed that the holdings will not go below 16,000 acres, with over 17,000 acres currently.  Duncan Slade has left and not been replaced which means there are hold ups with various movements and sales.

Highways have done extremely well under difficult circumstances.  1,000 calls over flooding were dealt with within 48 hours and they are to be congratulated.  They will achieve their savings and still provided a good service.  
[Cllr Davey joined the meeting]

District Councillor Grant Nurden:  Broadland have not started their budget discussions yet, that usually begins in October.

The GNLP is to have a further consultation, which has pushed back the implementation date to Nov/Dec 2022.

Broadland’s meetings are now livestreamed on YouTube, where they have their own channel.
The deadline for responses to the Planning White Paper is the 29th October.  Broadland have drafted a response which can be found in the Council papers for the Place Shaping Committee, the Overview and Scrutiny Committee, and Cabinet.  It is a proposed dramatic change of direction for planning application approval and Local Plans.

Public

A member of the public informed the meeting that the Broads Authority have made a submission to the Planning White Paper including querying how Neighbourhood Plans fit into it.
Cllr Rushbrook commented on the hedges overgrowing on to the roads.  Cllr Hale has been looking into them.

6-10) Planning Applications

a) The Council noted the change of name of 28B Station Road to Hoolie House, 28B Station Road, NR13 3TB.
b) Details for a new licensing application for the Berney Arms were circulated to Councillors before the meeting.  The opening hours are reduced from the previous application.  The Council did not wish to comment on the application. 
c) 20201446 - variation of condition of planning permission 20141918 - change of design of dwelling at Thickthorns, 12 Church Road, NR13 3TY.  The application is for a new layout of the dwelling.  The Council had no comments. 
7-10) Information and Update by the Tree Warden

None received.
8-10) Update for the Allotments

Cllr Bagshaw commented that rain has stopped play!

The Clerk will be sending out the invoices for the next year’s rents by the end of the week. 

The fly tipping problem on one of the plots has not been resolved.  The tenant is to be given notice of eviction.  
9-10) To Receive an update from the PCC

Cllr Rushbrook reported that the PCC confirmed an approach for help to deal with the rabbit problem in the churchyard.  Food bank food can be left in the porch of the church or at Humpty Dumpty’s. The Outlook is now being delivered again. 
DCllr Nurden asked Cllr Rushbrook to look into whether the Outlook needed assistance to purchase equipment to help deliver or print the magazine.

10-10) To Discuss Updates on the Following

a) Speed Sensor

During September the sensor was on Freethorpe Road opposite Station Drive monitoring traffic heading towards Freethorpe. 2 vehicles registered 55mph during the month, the 85th percentile speed was exactly 30mph. Unfortunately a total of 2,110 vehicles were exceeding the 30mph speed limit, 435 of these by more than 35mph. Previously (July 2019) we saw 60mph maximum and 31.5mph for the 85th percentile.
This month the sensor is on Pottles Lane at the Witton Green junction.
b) Permissive Path

All infrastructure is now installed.  However the steps on the river wall are in the wrong place and will be moved, hopefully the week commencing 12th October.  The path has been reported as being a bit muddy but the weather has been quite wet. 
The Council considered whether the path should be open but Cllr Bagshaw reported that it was already being used, and people are also walking along Reedham Footpath No. 1.  The Clerk will check when Footpath No. 1 is to be officially opened.
It was agreed that the work done on the path has been outstanding.

The Council considered a press release, agreed by Cllr Mutten, to come from the Parish Council rather than the Broads Authority.  But it was not felt necessary.  If/when there is an opening ceremony then various parties (the Broads Authority, Norfolk County Council, Love the Broads) will be invited.  The Clerk will look at putting together an opening ceremony.
A member of the public said that the Harnser Magazine may be including a walk incorporating Footpath No 1 and the permissive path in the January or April edition.
c) 2nd Limpenhoe turning

The works are on the schedule but there is no timescale as yet.  
d) Neighbourhood Plan

The Planning White Paper has thrown a spanner in the works.  The only thing a Neighbourhood Plan could control would be the character design of a house, and it is likely that there would be no ability to comment on location of development.  Therefore, at this point in time, the Neighbourhood Plan team do not consider it worth continuing.  The Clerk, Cllr Hale, David Breeze and Tony Noon will meet to discuss how or whether to progress the Neighbourhood Plan.
11-10)  Correspondence Received

a. An email was received from the Broads Authority informing the Council that a replacement Broads National Park sign will be installed soon. 

b. Cllr Hale received a request for something to be done about the rabbit holes in and around the graves at the church.  He got in contact with Beckhithe Farms who referred him to a ferreter.  A site visit was arranged and it will be possible to get on top of the infestation but it will take the rest of the season.  Cllr Hale left it for the church to sort out a price.  Cllr Rushbrook was asked to chase the PCC to get the work underway. 

c. An email from Broadland was circulated to Councillors regarding a notice from BT to remove the phone box on Riverside.  The Clerk responded that it is vital to have an emergency land line near the water as the mobile coverage, particularly on Riverside, is so poor.  Cllr Rushbrook stated that the phone box needed an overhaul and repaint.  The Clerk will investigate if BT will repaint it.
d. Email from Chris Bradbury regarding the re-opening of the play equipment was circulated and agreed.  
e. An email was received from the Church regarding holding a Remembrance Service.  It was agreed that the Council will advertise that there is to be a service but ask that it is just the wreath layers that attend.  Cllr Rushbrook will lay the wreath on behalf of the Parish Council and Mary Blanche will lay one on the American War Memorial. It was suggested parishioners could ‘plant’ commemorative crosses at a time of their own choosing as an Act of Remembrance.  It will be publicised on Facebook, the website and in the Outlook. 
12-10) Pension Policy
Two amendments were made: 

· Flexibility Retirement - ‘aged 55 or more’ was changed to ‘aged 55 or over’ to make it the same as Waiving of Actuarial Reduction.

· Admission Policy - Brundall was changed to Reedham.
It was unanimously resolved to adopt the amended Pension Policy.

13-10) Planning White Paper

The Council did not wish to submit a response to the Planning White Paper.

14-10) Business Directory online

Due to Cllr Rednall not being able to attend the meeting this item is deferred to November.

15-10) Website Accessibility Statement
The Council unanimously resolved to adopt the Website Accessibility Statement.

16-10) Financial Matters

i. The Council noted the External Auditors report for 2019/20. No matters for concern or action were found or raised.
ii. Following the retirement from auditing of the Internal Auditor for 2019/20, the Council resolved to appoint Sonya Blythe, Clerk to Cringleford as Internal Auditor for 2020/21 at a cost of £75.00.  Clerk to action.
