REEDHAM PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 4th May 2021 via Zoom

Present - Councillors D Hale (Chair), D Rushbrook, S Pittam, R Holt, T Davey, R Jenkins, C Mutten, P Bagshaw, T Rednall, M Barnes, L Bassett, and the Parish Clerk C Dickson. DCllr G Nurden and 3 members of the public were in attendance.  The Council meeting commenced at 5.30 pm.

1-05) Election of a Chairman

Cllr Rushbrook proposed David Hale for Chairman, Cllr Pittam seconded and, there being no other proposals, Cllr Hale was unanimously elected Chairman of Reedham Parish Council.  

[Cllrs Davey and Bagshaw joined the meeting]

2-05) Election of Vice-Chairman

Cllr Mutten proposed Diane Rushbrook for Vice-Chairman, Cllr Bagshaw seconded and all agreed.  Cllr Rushbrook was duly elected Vice-Chairman.

3-05) Declaration of Acceptance of Office

The Chairman’s Declaration of Acceptance of Office was signed and shown to the meeting.

4-05) Apologies for Absence

Mr Chris Bradbury.
5-05) Declarations of Interest on the Agenda

Cllr Mutten: item 12b, landowner of the permissive path.
[Cllr Rednall joined the meeting]

5-06)  Minutes of Previous Meetings
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 12th May 2021 were approved, with 1 abstention, to be a true record.  Cllr Mutten objected to the way the response to the GNLP Regulation 19 consultation was circulated and approved.  

The minutes will be signed by Cllr Hale as Chair of the meeting.
5-07)  Matters Arising

Cllr Hale has been trying to contact BT to get an emergency phone box on Riverside, but has not had any luck as yet.

The village book cupboard is being made, organised by the member of public who raised the initial inquiry, but a suitable location has still to be found.

Public Participation
District Councillor Grant Nurden informed the meeting that BDC members have new email addresses: cllr.name.surname@southnorfolkandbroadland.gov.uk .  A new website will go live on the 2nd June.  The first page will be a choice as to which Council to interact with.  Broadland and South Norfolk are two autonomous Councils sharing officers.
Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Chris Bradbury provided the following report: There were no issues with the play equipment safety inspection for May.

The government guidelines restrictions relaxed and the village hall re-opened on the 19th April.

Fire started outside the pavilion entrance on the 2nd May. Six teenagers were caught on the CCTV climbing on the roof and then starting the fire between 1:40-4:30pm. Police have been contacted to investigate the crime and will take the CCTV footage on Wednesday. Luckily no serious damage seems to have been done.

The tennis court was treated for algae and lichens on 23rd April. This is to prevent people from slipping on the court. Sadly, the tennis court net has been over tightened and the plastic coating on the net wire has been damaged. The net had been slacked off and the wire came of its windings and had to be repaired. The net handle has now been removed

Public

A member of the public requested the speed sensor to be located on New Road.
8-05) Councillor Vacancies

3 applications were received for the 2 vacancies.  1 applicant was unable to attend and 2 applicants spoke about why they wished to join the Council.  As per the Co-Option policy the Councillors went into a Closed Session to discuss the applications.

The vote was held in public session and Mike Barnes and Liz Bassett were duly co-opted on to the Council.  The Acceptance of Office forms were signed and shown to the meeting.

The Clerk was requested to contact the third candidate to thank her for applying and say there were 3 good candidates that it was difficult to choose between.

9-05) Planning Applications

None received.
10-05) Update for the Allotments

Cllr Bagshaw gave a brief update.  The allotments are busy, and the new padlock failed yesterday. 
11-05) To Receive an update from the PCC

The Church APCM will be held on the 13th May at 7.30pm via Zoom.  There is a service this Sunday, morning prayer, at 11am. 
12-05) To Discuss Updates on the Following

a) Speed Sensor

The speed sensor was located on The Hills by the War Memorial. The 85% centile was 23mph, with a maximum recorded of 40mph.  The low average is most likely due to the number parked cars. It is currently located on Mill Road near the school.
Locating the sensor on New Road is difficult because there isn’t a suitable pole to position it on.  Cllr Pittam will look again at the 30mph pole on the junction with The Hills but it is quite short and may obstruct the view of cars exiting New Road.
Cllr Barnes suggested locating it near the Pottles Lane/Freethorpe Road junction.

b) The Permissive Path

Cllr Bagshaw put a piece in the Outlook reminding people to keep their dogs on leads on the whole path, keeping a positive tone that it is being used and looked after.
Cllr Hale and the Clerk did not manage to look at the BA press release.  This will be done before the next meeting.

c) 2nd Limpenhoe Turning
The Clerk is still waiting for a response from Highways.
d) Middle Hill
No update to be had. 
13-05)  Correspondence Received
a. Norfolk County Council are aiming to plant 1 million trees over 5 years.  The Clerk will pass the information on to the Village Hall in case they want any more.  The Witton Green triangle was suggested as a suitable location.  The Clerk will contact the tree warden.
It was reported that a tree has blown down on Low Common.

b. An email was received promoting Motorhome Tourism with a request to use sites in Reedham.  The Council were of the opinion it is not applicable to Reedham.  
14-05) Land at the War Memorials
The Council discussed the possible ownership of the land and the repair of the fence.  

Cllrs Hale and Barnes and the Clerk will meet to discuss the registration of the land.  

The Clerk will obtain estimates for the repair of the fence.
15-05) To consider returning to face to face meetings
The Government have not renewed the legislation to allow the continuation of remote meetings therefore meetings from now on must be held face to face.  The Council registered their disquiet at being required to meet in person when it may not be safe to do so.  
District and County Councillors could send their reports and members of the public could email any queries.  Members of the public must have access to the meeting.

The Village Hall requires every surface to be cleaned at the end of each hire.  Each Councillor can be responsible for their own table and chair.

The next meeting will be held in the Village Hall, unless the Covid restrictions change.

16-05) Financial Matters

A member of the public suggested that some of the speeding vehicles may be emergency vehicles.  Broadland DC spent money tidying up Riverside and therefore adding more signs or the book swap cupboard should be considered carefully.  It may not be in keeping with what has been installed.
