Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 1st November 2021 in the Village Hall.

3-11)  Minutes of Previous Meetings
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 4th October 2021 were approved, with 3 abstentions.  The minutes were signed by Cllr Hale as Chair of the meeting.
4-11)  Matters Arising

Locations for the bins is deferred to the December meeting.
The Clerk read a response from BDC regarding the new development street naming policy.  There has not been a change in policy and Parish Council’s will still be consulted regarding new street names.  Developers are still encouraged to discuss street name proposals with the Parish Council before submitting to BDC.  A paper will be presented to the Place Shaping Panel on the 15th November explaining and expanding on the current policy.
Public Participation
Cllr Hale, Mr David Breeze, and Mr Chris Woollands attended the celebration of life service for Stephen Williams a previous Clerk to the Parish Council.  Cllr Hale said a few words in respect of Stephen’s service to various Parish Councils. 

District Councillor Grant Nurden gave an update: workshops and discussions are taking place with Members and Officers for the BDC budget for 2022/23.  It will be finalised by February 2022.

An accommodation review is underway looking for possible new locations to house both councils together.  With the outcome to be reported in the next few months.
Brundall has 2 new Ward Councillors, both from the Green Party.

Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Chris Bradbury gave the following report:

The play equipment safety inspection has not yet taken place for this month.

The goal posts have been taken down on the playing field as rot was found in the metal posts and they were considered unsafe.

The psychic medium night in October was very popular with nearly 90 people in attendance.

The October Cash Bingo Jackpot wasn’t won so the jackpot now stands at £220 in 47 numbers or less. This month’s Cash Bingo is on the 15th November at 7.30pm.

Our Halloween Quiz Night was well supported with 10 tables taking part.

We have our Bonfire Night on Saturday 6th November.  It starts at 6pm, the bonfire will be lit at 6.20pm, and the fireworks start around 7pm.

Our Christmas Fayre will be on the 21st November between 1 and 3.30pm.

A member of the public asked if it would be possible to have the public toilets by The Ship open all year round.  During the winter they are only open at the weekends but they are used by delivery drivers.  The Clerk will contact BDC for further information.

A member of the public asked for an update to the list of the current outstanding Highways works in and around Reedham that were forwarded to the Clerk and CCllr Hempsall.  CCllr Hempsall reported that there have been problems getting a response from the Highways department so she is talking to the portfolio holder.
County Councillor Lana Hempsall gave an update: NCC has continued to support families requiring free school meals over half term.

Following on from the COP26 Climate Conference NCC is launching its revamped environment strategy. It will go to Cabinet and the Scrutiny Committee and NCC has pledged to work towards becoming carbon neutral.
The Electric Vehicle Charging Strategy has been launched.  The costs have now been published and will be part funded by a grant from the Department of Transport. The cost of installing 1 point with 2 charging head is £6,000 falling to £1,500 with the grant. A list of those Ward Parish Councils interested, Reedham, Lingwood, Acle, and Beighton, have been put forward to NCC. Cllr Hempsall is more interested in, and is promoting, the harder to reach places as she is the Member Champion for Sustainable Transport.
