Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 4th June 2018
in Reedham Village Hall 

Present - Councillors D Rushbrook (Chair), I Case, R Holt, S Pittam and J Ball. Parish Clerk C Dickson, District Councillor G Nurden, and the Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Mr C Bradbury.  2 members of the public were present.  The Council meeting commenced at 7.30 pm.
1-06) Apologies for Absence

Councillors D Hale, J Lester, R Grattan, C Ward, A Thompson, and County Councillor B Iles.
2-06)  Declarations of Interest on the Agenda

None received.
3-06)  Minutes of Previous Meetings
Cllr Pittam proposed that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting on the 8th May be accepted as a true record, Cllr Ball seconded, 2 Councillors agreed and 1 abstained.  The minutes were signed by Cllr Rushbrook as Chair of the meeting.
4-06)  Matters Arising

None received.
Public Participation 
District Councillor Grant Nurden: the leader of Broadland District Council, Cllr Andrew Proctor, has been elected as leader of Norfolk County Council. Due to the new pressures that this role brings, there will be a change in the leadership at Broadland.  It is envisaged that the new leader will be elected towards the end of June.
The final report on the feasibility study for Broadland District Council collaborating more closely with South Norfolk District Council is expected later this month, with the decision being made by both Councils meeting on the 12th July.  Mr Courtier is the Head of Planning at both Councils and as a result has been successful in a bid for £220,000 of grant money from the Government’s planning delivery fund.  This will set up at least 20 community planning groups across the 2 districts.  The priority areas of collaborative working are to drive economic development, housing growth in major strategic sites, and joint commercial activities.

Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Chris Bradbury submitted the following report: there were no issues following the play equipment safety inspection for June.  
The May Cash Bingo jackpot was not won, the jackpot stands at £190 in 49 numbers or less.  
On the 6th June we are showing “Darkest Hour”, the story about Winston Churchill.
We have an all-day “Fun Dog Show” on the 10th June. Classes include Waggiest Tail, Best Crossbreed, Best Junior Handler, Lovliest Lady, Fabulous Fella.

5-06) Planning Applications
a) 20180751 - front porch and single storey side extension and rear extension - Marsh View, 6 Witton Green, NR13 3HH. There were no objections.
6-06)
Update by the Tree Warden
None received.
A branch leaning over Church Road was reported to the Council.  Clerk to check with Cllr Lester whether it is safe.
7-06)  Update for Allotments
The handrails have been inspected and no problems reported.

The well is in the same condition.

The last full plot was taken during the month.  There is one half plot left, 11B.

The Clerk has the agreements to send to the new plot holders this week.  
8-06) To Receive an update from the PCC
Messy Church: 12 children attended the Diocesan Big Day out at the end of April and on Saturday 12th May held a cake sale for their charity of the year “Sunshine Educare” raising £300 which will help children in a South African township with health and education.
On 30th June at 4pm a taster bell ringing session is to be held at the church.  More bell ringers are needed for the WW1 ringing bells on 11th November.

The Churchyard maintenance group are meeting on 25th June.

Open Air Service: this is taking place on Sunday 29th July at 10.30am in the school playground.

WW1 Commemoration: the church are proposing to:-

a) Hold an informal service which will include popular hymns and songs

b) A service at the war memorial

c) Planning to hold an exhibition in the church - if anyone has anything to share in this please contact the church.

9-06) Police Statistics

10-06) To Discuss Updates on the Following

a) Permissive Path 

An update was provided from Cllr Ward:

· As far as I am aware Mr Mutten has not responded in writing to the Parish Council with wording for Section 5 (Wardens) of the Management Schedule.
· I spoke to Mr Mutten on Wednesday 9th May and he told me that he was disappointed with the PC’s stance.  He said that he would install the 70m stretch of temporary fence.

· Mr Mutten has installed the temporary fence from Station Road to the dyke/site of the bridge (70m) and has started work on doing the same for the remainder of the path to Brit House.  The fence is on the edge of the dyke, presumably to maximise the grazing area.

· To help move things along, the Village footpath fund-raising and support group and I met on Wednesday 30th May.  It was agreed to put some draft wording together jointly for consideration by both Mr Mutten and the PC.  The group also asked me to speak to Mr Mutten to see if he will accept some reimbursement of his expenditure on the temporary fence from the funds they have raised, which are held by the Council on their behalf.  Mr Mutten has said that he will consider this kind offer of assistance.

· There were sheep grazing on the flood-bank on Sunday 27th May.

Pat Bagshaw offered to meet with Mr Mutten, and several other members of the footpath fund-raising and support group, to put together wording for the Wardens.  There are lots of footpath wardens in Norfolk and some acceptable wording ought to be able to be found from other agreements.  
The preferred option of the Parish Council was to agree the Management Schedule so they could install the permanent fence and other furniture without further delay.  The construction of a temporary fence will delay this process somewhat as it will have to be safely removed before the permanent works can begin.

Thanks were expressed for all the hard work Chris Ward has put in on the Agreement, Management Schedule, quotes for the fences, and meetings with Mr Mutten.

The Management Schedule should just be about the Permissive Path but broader wardening of paths, including all paths in the village, is not a problem.

DCllr Nurden reported that Kirsten Hughes has confirmed the grant monies earmarked by Broadland DC for the permissive path have been carried forward into the current financial year.

It was agreed to accept the offer from Pat Bagshaw for them to draw up some wording for the Wardens to be agreed by Mr Mutten and then reviewed by the Parish Council.

b) Station roadbridge
Still no communication from Network Rail regarding a site meeting.  Clerk to look for help from Broadland District Council for a rail network contact.  It was reported that a previous contact, Sylvester Lamboi, was in the village looking at the swing bridge.
c) Parish Councillor Vacancy

The Clerk has received no applications.  The Council will hold the vacancy open until a suitable candidate is found.

11-06) Correspondence Received

The Clerk informed the Council of several pieces of correspondence she had received:
· Norfolk County Council are holding a road show on Tuesday 12th June in Cromer
· Lingwood Village Hall are holding a meeting to discuss the possibility of a cluster local village hall and community spaces on 20th June
· The First Responders report for the Annual Meeting was read to the meeting (see attached)

· A letter was received from SLCC promoting membership

· Red Ensign Day is on the 3rd September 2018.
· Cllr Rushbrook had been contacted by a parishioner who reported that a sign next to the Jubilee Oak Tree is missing. BDC donated the tree and the honour of planting it was performed by the late Mrs Barbara Stone, Chairman of the Women’s Section of the RBL, and Miss Niamh St George-Self.  Clerk to get a price for replacing.

12-06) S106 Money
The first invoice for the refurbishment of the tennis courts has been received.  BDC have confirmed they will pay on invoices received even if they are instalments.
Chris Bradbury suggested some of the S106 money could be spent on replacing some discs on the gym equipment.  He will get a quote for the next meeting.

The goal posts could also be replaced.

13-06) Website

A new NALC website has now been created.  The Clerk has started building it but it is in the early stages.  Details will be forwarded to all Councillors and the login details will be sent to Cllr Case.
14-06) Neighbourhood Plan

Broadland DC are providing monthly training on Community Led Plans and Neighbourhood Plans.  Parish Councils can sign up 2 attendees.  Cllr Ball volunteered, and Cllr Rushbrook.  Clerk to see if anyone who attends the Ingham Pinnock meetings would also like to go.
15-06) Ingham Pinnock Meetings

Join in Reedham is on Saturday 16th June 10-12.30.  The Parish Council agreed to man a stall in order to promote the Parish Council and try to fill the current vacancy.  The Clerk can only do the first hour, Cllr Ball will assist from 10:30.
16-06) 2nd Limpenhoe Turning

Clerk to contact Paul Sellick, NCC Highways, to assist in the almost constant flooding issues.  CCllr Iles also to be asked to help.

17-06) Picnic Benches

The Village Hall do not want to put the benches out until there are concrete bases to secure them to.  Cllr Hale to be asked to arrange.  Cllr Holt will ask for a quote from his builders.
18-06) Grass Cutting

Chris Bradbury sent the Clerk photos of the playing field after the last grass cut by CGM.  There was a strip cut around the outside but the actual playing area grass was about a foot long.  The Clerk has sent a complaint to CGM letting them know that they will not get payment until we are satisfied with the work.  The Village Hall had to pay about £150 to get the playing field grass cut in preparation for their Fun Dog Show on the 10th June.  Cllr Ball proposed that the Parish Council pay for that expenses, Cllr Case seconded and all agreed.  Chris Bradbury will forward the invoice on to the Clerk.
19-06) War Memorial Fence

The railing surrounding the War Memorial and the base have been painted.  Clerk to check with the War Memorial Commission whether this is included in the Grade II listing as no work should be done on a War Memorial without permission.
Cllr Rushbrook was also concerned about the fence above the War Memorial, along The Hills, as one of the posts is rotten.  Clerk to find out who is responsible for its maintenance.
